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A lot has happened in the past two months at the BCRC Flying Field and | wanted to take this
& Opportunity to update you. For those who could attend the May meeting some of this will be a
§ recap. For those who could not this should be very good news.

. 4 The big news is the installation of the flight stations,

% frequency board , and improved driveway at the field.
These were accomplished with the help of several club
members and took most of a Saturday morning for the
frequency board and flight station installations and almost
a full day to install the underlayment mesh (GEOGRID) and 165 ton of gravel
for the drive. As most of you are aware the safety benches have been in place
since the end of last year. Couple these installations with the growth of grass
we have experienced and this makes the field very useable.

Yet to be done is the installation of a wind sock (which just arrived today by
UPS to my house), installation of the fire extinguisher (also at my house), and
the barrier that will border the pit area.

This barrier or fence will also help define the line that spectators must remain
behind. It will consist of 1 %2 inch diameter PVC pipe with removable ropes
(similar to what you see at a theater).

I will have the wind sock installed over the Memorial Day Weekend and the
extinguisher and fence installed in the week or so that follows that.

Also | have created a mowing schedule that defines who will be responsible to
mow each week of the year. | have asked Steve Ort to place the roster on the
website so it is accessible to all members. | am
asking each of you who are physically able to sign
up for at least one week of the year that you will
mow. As | mentioned at the May meeting if you
plan to use this field then you should plan to mow.
| cannot stress that point enough! Some enjoy mowing, others look at it as a neces-
sary evil but in any case it has to be done in order to keep the field flyable. If you want to
sign up then look at the current schedule on line and call me to reserve a date or dates
that fit your schedule. | keep a copy of the schedule at home. | will confirm your date
and then get this info to Steve Ort so he can update the schedule.

There are instructions on the mowing roster that tell you what height to set the mower at when mowing the runway and
the pit area. Basically the runway is mowed at the lowest setting and the pit area at the mid (#3) setting on the mower.

| plan to have the mower at the meeting in June to review how to adjust the settings. Also note these same instructions
are on the mower itself.

If you have any questions about any field related item PLEASE feel free to call me at home , on my cell, or email me. |
would be happy to help in any way | can!

In closing this month | just want to thank the many members that are putting many hours in to make this field a great
place to fly. | know many are using their flying time in many instances to do field related work (instead of flying) and it
is really starting to pay off!

No doubt
someone carried it home with them. If you are that flyer please return in as soon as you can.

(From President Jim Sachleben)  Guys, To date, we have distributed 26 of the new flying site keys. That
means that there are 10 or 11 of our members who have not swapped their keys. So this is to remind everyone who
has a key that was issued before May 1, '08 that their key will not fit the lock on the gate at the flying site. You can
make arrangements to swap your "old" key for one that works by contacting me or Russ Kuhn.

Saturday Jack and | were out there early to shovel high spots off the drive in the turn around area and transfer this
gravel to a 4 x 6 pad of Geogrid that we had placed in the Northwest corner of the spectator / parking area. After 5
wheelbarrow loads we had enough to provide a very stable base for the port-a-potty.

Mike Bealmear had mowed this week (looked very good Mike!) so | trimmed the perimeter of the drive and around all
flight stations and the frequency board with my trimmer.

Jack installed a first aid kit on the Freq board below the unit and to one corner. It hangs on the lower 2x4 that supports
the freq board. We then layed out the pit fence / divider with binder

twine and flags. in preparation for the fence installa-

Saturday afternoon | cut and assembled the cover posts (pvc and /
eyebolts) and Russ trimmed twelve 5 1/2 foot long steel posts to 4
1/2 foot long in prep for installation.

Sunday from 12-3 Liz and | drove the 12 steel posts and installed
the cover posts and caps (pvc) over the steel posts. We cut 10
lengths of yellow rope and assembled "S" hooks on each end of
these and strung these between the eye bolts of the cover posts.
The distance between each post is 15 feet. Each line can be un-
hooked at either or both ends for easy access to vehicles that have
been backed up to the edge of the pits between these posts.

Last item to finish will be the placement of the fire extinguisher. | am e e e
