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Sometimes it is difficult to come up with subjects regarding scale modeling that | think
others might enjoy. | have made this request before but it has been a while. If there is any
thing you would like covered from a scale modeling perspective, please e mail me at
BCRCFwbmstr@aol.com and | will do my best to cover it.

This month we are going to discuss finishing. Finishing a scale model is always one that
can be of interest and it is the most difficult task after basic construction. In the past
personally | used Super Coverite and K&B Superpoxy paint. They were in the “good old
days” a great way to finish a model, not only scale mind you but any model that you wanted
a painted finish. While Super Coverite is still available, it is costly and | don'’t feel like it is as
good a product as it once was. K&B Superpoxy was an epoxy paint. It was expensive back
in the days when it was available. | have heard several different stories why it is no longer
available but that is another subject perhaps for another time.

I have experimented with several different types of finishes over the years since K&B Superpoxy was taken
off of the market. From automotive to full size aircraft paint. All giving decent results but not exactly what |
was looking for and besides it is cost prohibitive.

Which brings me to the latest project. It is covered with Solartex and for the first time | am trying household
latex as the paint. Since the Solartex was purchased approximately two years ago the price was not to bad.
Today (in my opinion) Solartex is now too expensive to consider as a covering material for any plane at ¥4
scale or larger.

First of all, let's discuss the primer and paint. Same story as earlier, K&B was the primer of choice years
ago. Nothing even came close back in those days as to how well K&B primer went on and sanded. | have
tried several other primers over the years as well since K&B went away. Automotive acrylic primer is great
but costly and not always easy to find. Next best, believe it or not is gray Krylon in a spray can. Krylon has
recently changed the spray nozzle on their cans and they spray much better than before. Krylon primer
dries fast and sands easy, making a great base for latex paint. Now on to the paint. While experimenting |
have found that Behr exterior latex is working out the best. | tried some other brands that | felt were actually
superior quality to Behr but the Behr material has proven to be the best that | have found so far for our
models and for spraying out. It was extremely difficult at first to take a plane that has a lot of time and effort
in it to start spraying it with household latex paint. Even the thought of spraying latex is basically unheard of,
not to mention on a model airplane. Some contractors spray latex especially in new home construction but
not a model airplane. | read and studied and read and studied a lot of the articles in the magazines and on
RC Universe, RC Groups and RC Scale Builder about spraying latex. Based on this latest project, which by
the way is not completely finished but it does have the base color applied. While there was a definite
learning curve in spraying latex it has proven to be well worth the effort so far. With the material, color and
conditions | have used, | am finding that thinning the paint about 1 to 1 with distilled water is just about
where you need to be. You could probably use tap water but | wanted to start with distilled water in an effort
to use as pure a product as possible. | initially started with HVLP and found that a conventional gun actually
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provided better results spraying at 28 psi. | will say that shortly after the paint is sprayed out it looks nothing
short of terrible and terrifying as well. After about one hour, the latex (using a small amount of Flotrol per
the directions) levels out so nicely it is almost unbelievable. You do need to apply it in thin coats and apply
as many coats as needed to get the color you are looking for. Spraying heavy wet coats will run. Believe
me on that one. But if you do get a run it is easy enough to sand out after the paint dries completely.
Speaking of color, that is another advantage to using latex. Home Depot and probably other paint sources
can color match most any of your needs. In the case of this particular plane it took a bit of tuning of the color
to get it where it needed to be but it is extremely close to what | was looking for. One draw back to using
latex is that it is NOT glow fuel proof. A plane that will be glow powered must be clear coated with a glow
fuel proof paint. Fortunately this first latex project | am working on is gasoline powered so the fuel proof
clear is not an issue. The reports that | am reading state that Lusterkote in rattle cans or polyurethane can
be used as a fuel proof clear coat. In the future, that will be tested and confirmed.

Let's move on to covering material. As mentioned earlier, the particular plane | am currently working on is
covered with Solartex. While Solartex is a good product, it is now (at least for me) too expensive.

There is an ongoing experiment currently in my workshop using polyester dress lining and water based
polyurethane as an adhesive. | must say, so far | am impressed with the results. The first “go around” re-
sulted in less than satisfactory results but the latest samples are proving out well. The polyester material
used for this experiment was purchased at Walmart for $2.00 per yard. You can cover a very large airplane
with a few yards of material. Basically the process goes as follows. For a wing cut out the material at
minimum a couple of inches larger than needed all the way around. This stuff is very difficult to cut and frays
easily. Oh well, that is small inconvenience to save a good share of money. Next step apply the cloth to the
wing with water based polyurethane and a good paint brush. What | have been using is Minwax Polycrylic
at about $16.00 per quart. Just brush the polyu through the material and on to the wing pulling the material
snug as you go. Don’t worry about getting too tight and pretty at this point. Brush the polyu outside the
perimeter of the wing an additional inch or so to avoid fraying and making it much easier to trim. Let that sit
for approximately two hours. After which time go back with your iron at ~275 degrees and iron the cloth to
the wing around the perimeter, the ribs, sheeting, etc. Next either use your iron of a heat gun and shrink the
polyester and trim with a sharp blade. The material is very hard on blades and will dull them quickly, so
have plenty of blades on hand. Don't get to carried away with the iron or gun at this point because this
material shrinks so well you can distort your wing if you are not careful. Trim the excess material, turn the
wing over and do the other side. Now, working from top to bottom of the wing you can shrink the material
and have a great looking covered wing. Now apply an additional light coat of polyu and finish shrinking any
wrinkles that may show up. About five coats of polyu will bring you to the point of ready to prime. When
doing a fuse or a sheeted wing, simply start in the center of the cloth and work outward on the first coat.
Iron it to adhere and continue with additional light coats of polyu. As stated earlier | am still in the
experimental phases with this process but so far the results are very good and | see no reason why this
would not work on a finished model. Stay tuned for updates.

Until next time, fly hard and land soft.

| find it hard to believe it is already late March. Boy time does fly when you are having
fun. This winter | have been working on my % scale Nieuport 17 and will have it flying
this summer!

For those of you who read the article on building skis | did manage to get the Skyraider
out on the snow in February but it was warm and the snow was like glue. It would build up on the skis to
such a degree that the plane would not lift off. But | did give it the old BCRCFliers try!!

So now it is on to spring and the hopes of flying in warmer weather.

When | look back at the past two years we have made many changes and come a long way with our field.
And this year will not be an exception. There’s a long list of tasks that we plan to complete.

Saturday 3/14 Russ and | put down about two full bags of seed that we had from the original seed purchase
about 15 months ago. We got very good coverage. Should be a bumper crop of grass this year weather
permitting.

Russ also has cut the 1" x 1" steel tube replacements for most but not all of the pilot station uprights. We
will need to purchase or try to scrounge a few more pieces. | will get those out to the field and installed in
the near future. Probably the weekend after next. I'll give better details as that weekend approaches.

Also Stan dropped off the new Club roller. Looks very good. | plan to increase the tongue length slightly to
ensure the roller does not hit the wheels of the tractor in tight turns. Stan mentioned this did happen
occasionally. Once | get that done | will take it out and roll the field.

I have the club tractor at my house and plan to give it a well deserved cleaning! The little fella is clearly in
need of a wash and wax. (Yes.....I wax my lawn tractor also). I'll get the roller kit and blades installed and
change fluids in prep for this coming season. With the new grass in place | am sure it will get a good
workout.

As was done last year | have a mowing schedule ready (that we reviewed in the March meeting) and are
soliciting additional names of volunteers to mow each week of our mowing season which currently is slated
for April 20 thru October 26™.

This year we are trying something different though. | have divided each week into two separate mowing
tasks, mowing the Runway and mowing the Pits. This is in an effort to provide flexibility to volunteers with
limited time. It allows you to mow the pit and the runway on separate days or even buddy up with someone
and only mow one or the other. However you still have the option of mowing both areas all at one time for
the week.
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There are also several building projects that will take place this year.

The largest of these will be the construction of a 12 x 16 ft storage building. This will be a multipurpose
building used not only for storage but also as a food prep / sales platform for fly-ins.

We will also be adding three flight benches to our facility. These will be slightly lower in height and longer to
allow safe flight preparation of large scale planes.

Ouir flight-line will continue to have only 5 pilot stations which means two of the current stations will be
placed in the pit area to facilitate more pilots being able to ready their planes.

One of the new benches will also be placed behind the newly constructed storage building and equipped to
allow engine break in either on a plane or using your engine test stand clamped directly to the bench.

We will also be adding three picnic tables to our field. Two of these will be set in the shelter and one placed
somewhere in the pit area. Final placement is still to be decided.

We will be adding two flagpoles to the North corners of the Shelter. These will be the new home of our
American flag as well as any other we wish to display.

And finally we will be moving the wind sock out to the East side of the runway for better visibility during
flying.

As you can see we are planning a very busy spring. | believe these additions will put our club facility in the
ranks with the best in the region.

So prepare yourself.....this season promises to be very exciting!!
